The Society’s excursion to East Cork and West Waterford, by coach, will take place from Thursday 14th to Saturday 16th June and will be led by Hugh Crawford, Vice President.  The itinerary is expected to be as follows:

Travel

All travel for participants will be by coach which will depart from Toughers, Naas, at 9.00am on 14th June, and will return there at approximately 7.00pm on Saturday 16th June.  

Hotel

Accommodation has been reserved provisionally at the family-owned, independent, four star Garryvoe Hotel, Ballycotton, for the nights of 14th and 15th June.   This hotel is situated thirty minutes’ drive east from Cork city, directly overlooking beautiful Ballycotton Bay and Garryvoe Strand.  We will have full use of the Health Club facilities.  The hotel can be viewed at www.garryvoehotel.com .
Provisional Itinerary
On the journey down to the hotel, we will stop in Mitchelstown for coffee and a brief tour of the town centre, including King’s Square and Kingston College.  After lunch at the Garryvoe Hotel, we will spend the afternoon in Ardmore (the oldest Christian settlement in Ireland), and the historic town of Youghal.  On Friday we will visit Lismore and have lunch at the Lismore House Hotel.  On Saturday morning, we will visit Cobh, the last port of call for the ill-fated Titanic, and experience the various historical and maritime events at the Heritage Centre.  Lunch will be served in Gilbert’s Restaurant, after which there will be a surprise visit on the way home.

 Costs
There are two sets of costs to be paid:
· Members will be responsible for booking and paying for their own hotel accommodation, as per the instructions which will be advised on booking the trip with the Society. The hotel cost, which will include two nights’ accommodation and full Irish breakfasts and dinners, is €170 per person sharing, and €220 for single accommodation.  
· The cost of the touristic element, which includes coach travel, entrances to sites, soup and sandwich lunches on two days, a full lunch on the third day, wine with both dinners, and en route refreshments is €140 per person.
